· A public meeting should be held with Devon county Council representatives to enable members of the public to put their case against parking meters.

· The consultation period should be extended.

· If a public meeting is to be held, it would be helpful if any questions be submitted prior to the meeting to enable Devon County Council to have the correct answers and to avoid duplicate questions. The questions passed to the Council at the start of this meeting would be included

· Exmoor National Park to be contacted – Councillor Hibbert confirmed they had already been informed.

· The procedures for consultation were also discussed as it was felt these may not have been adhered to correctly.  

· It was noted that the consultation period was due to close on the 24th December

POLICE REPORT

The Mayor welcomed Inspector Pete Sarney and thanked him for attending the meeting.  Inspector Sarney explained to the meeting that the Police authority were looking at ways to save money and one of the cost cutting measures would be to close front offices.  He explained that 34 front offices would be closed in Devon one of which was Lynton and that this decision had been based on a survey of footfall which was down 50%.  It was anticipated that the closure of these offices would save approximately £5 million pounds which would equate over 4 years to 36 police officers.  
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Members were dismayed at this news but Inspector Sarney pledged that local policing was still very much the style the Police wished to promote and although he could not promise that officers would not be removed he was not aware of any current proposals to do so.  The following points were made :-

· Ruralisation issues – these had been taken into consideration

· The possibility of working with other agencies had been taken into consideration and all avenues would be looked at.

· Barnstaple Police station would possibly be closed Sunday and Monday

· He was unaware of any other Police Stations being permanently closed

· The telephone connection to Exeter took too long and he pledged to look into this complaint

· The direct contact telephone number at Lynton to remain open with Police Officers issuing their mobile telephone number to residents who ask for same.  All officers have individual email addresses.

· PCSO to be more flexible, the current PCSO who covers Lynton & Lynmouth had only attended one Council meeting.

· Christmas staffing levels were discussed.

· 4 wheel drive vehicle to remain, dependent on need but primarily in Lynton & Lynmouth although occasionally used elsewhere.

Inspector Sarney then presented the Police Report for November.  He reported that crime figures had risen in the last 12 months and although appeared high for the area, he had checked previous years and these figures had been higher in 2004/05 and 2007/08.  He did not consider this was due to any crime pattern but a general increase.  He reported that several farms had taken the opportunity of joining the Farm Watch scheme to help prevent the theft of farm vehicles, quad bikes and machinery etc.  

3 thefts had been reported in the last month, one being the theft of haylage and two attempted theft of safe’s.  He also reported that the number of Road Traffic accidents had increased due to the weather.

The Mayor thanked Inspector Sarney for his report and for attending the meeting.

Report of the North Devon Councillor

On Tuesday a report on the last JCG was presented to NDC Executive Committee who noted and adopted the recommendations.

Concern about the possibility of parking meters in Lynton and Lynmouth has gathered pace and an e-mail, has been circulated, requesting that anyone with concerns should write to DCC by the 22nd December or visit their website to register any comments. With Christmas post and the weather I suggest the website would be the best option.

Last Friday I received an e-mail from Steve Bland with diagrams of the beach signs NDC wish to erect at Lynmouth and surrounding bays. I remonstrated with Steve about us not being a designated bathing beach only to find that from a single monstrosity first suggested I was then presented with a double monstrosity!  I think if it comes to a ‘show down’ we should suggest that we design our own signs with the help of ENPA.  I understand this will be debated at a committee next month.

I would like to take this opportunity to wish the members, officers and staff of the Council a Happy Christmas and a Healthy New Year.
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ENPA

I have a short report on the Moorland Management meeting which I understand was a great success.  It was unfortunate that because of the weather it was moved from Brendon to Wheddon Cross.

In a report about the last 3 months at ENPA there was news about the Exmoor Tourism Partnership Conference.  I am hoping to become more involved with this next year as Mike Bishop has now left and I am concerned it may lose some direction. The report also gave the latest news on the Lynmouth Pavilion which I have copied.

The recent initial public consultation held in Lynton is helping to inform thinking for the long term use of the National Park Centre on the site of the pavilion building. It is anticipated that the Architect/Design Team will be appointed by the end of February 2011 to refurbish this prominent building on Lynmouth sea front.
Early discussions have taken place with the Heritage Lottery Fund with reference to additional funding for the interpretation element of the facility. 
Over the coming months there will be further discussions and consultations regarding what will eventually be inside the building.

We are extremely grateful to North Devon Council for transferring the ownership of the property to the National Park Authority and to Devon County Council for the offer of grant from the Invest in Devon Fund to make the project possible.

Grit bins being re-filled

Devon County Council is appealing for patience as it continues the massive operation of refilling its 3,000 salt bins across Devon as quickly as possible.
With freezing temperatures continuing this week and the possibility of snow forecast again toward the end of the week, the County Council is reassuring residents that grit bins are being replenished. However, it is asking residents to work together to ensure there is enough salt for everyone. To ensure maximum availability of salt and grit in the bins it is essential that: builders merchants etc); Salt is not spread excessively. A small amount will be effective in most circumstances. The County Council has already used around 7,000 tonnes of salt on the county’s road network so far, costing more than £350,000. There are still 18,000 tonnes in stock, 400 tonnes of which will be used to top up salt bins. Another 5,000 tonnes are on order. Devon County Council treats around 2,000 miles of roads on its combined primary and secondary salting networks, providing reasonable access to treated roads for more than 90% of Devon residents. Salt bins are provided to enable communities to salt roads and pavements which the County Council cannot treat. Salt should be used sparingly as only small amounts of salt are required to be effective. More than 30,000 tonnes of salt was used by Devon County Council in 2009/10 – nearly six times the amount used three winters earlier.

Devon's children's services 'performing well' says Ofsted

Devon County Council’s children’s services are performing well, according to independent inspectors and that’s a big improvement on last year when they were judged adequate. The annual children’s services assessment by Ofsted is published on 9th December concludes: “The very large majority of services inspected by Ofsted are good or better.” The large majority of services give good support to young people to help them do well in later life.
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“There have been improvements in most aspects of provision since last year, particularly secondary schools and pupil referral units.

“The overall quality of day care for very young children is outstanding (and) compares very well with the national average.

“All the local authority’s children’s homes are good. The local authority’s adoption service is outstanding and the fostering service is good.”

Ofsted says primary schools, including nursery education provision, are good overall. Secondary schools and pupil referral units are also good overall.

“The achievement in national tests of those with special educational needs is significantly better than the average elsewhere, particularly at the age of 11,” say the inspectors.

“The number of children and young people regularly taking part in sport is significantly above the national average.”

Tough Choices Feedback

Nearly 1,000 people attended the 15 public meetings in market towns across the county over a 12-week period this autumn. Ours in Lynton was in November and was very well attended. Each of them had the opportunity to question John Hart the leader of Devon County Council and take part in an exercise designed to demonstrate where they would take £50 million from the authority's budget in the coming financial year. In addition, over 33,500 people took part via the Tough Choices website by completing an online survey or sharing their bright ideas for improving the way the council operates or how it could save money. Top public priorities for continued or additional funding were protecting children from abuse, home care for the elderly, support for people who care for others and supporting children with special needs. Those services most identified for savings were street lighting, tourism promotion and public transport subsidies.  A common theme was that savings needed to be made on Devon’s home to school transport bill which exceeds £20 million. Another common theme was that early years and extended schools' initiatives were less essential than the budgets for schools and safeguarding. Other ideas to emerge strongly in the public meetings included all services taking a share of any reductions and a focus on reducing administrative and management costs first.  However, people also called on the council to protect jobs as much as possible.  Other suggestions included working more closely with other public sector bodies to cut costs and raising income through the introduction of charges for some services or the sale of assets such as buildings and land.

Devon’s unemployment figures up for second month

The number of unemployed people in Devon last month rose for the second consecutive month. The number of residents claiming Job Seekers Allowance (JSA) jumped from 8,215 to 8,660 between October and November, representing a 5.4 % increase. This is substantially higher than the 0.3 % increase seen last month and means that the rate of working age population receiving JSA rose from 1.8 % in October to 1.9 % in November. However, this represents a fall from this time last year, when 2.1 % of Devon’s population were out of work and claiming JSA. Youth unemployment across the county has increased from 2,470 to 2,675, representing an 8.3 % increase since last month. The largest rise was in North Devon – 18.8 % - while the lowest was in Exeter – 0.9 %. The figures come as the UK Consumer Price Index (CPI) revealed that annual inflation rose to 3.3 % in November, up from 3.2 % in October. This is the ninth consecutive month that CPI inflation has been stuck above 3 %, above the Government’s target of 2 %. Retail Prices Index (RPI) inflation, which includes mortgage interest payments, rose to 4.7 % from 4.5 %.

1. In answer to a question concerning the bus routes, she reported that nothing further would be done until the budgets were reviewed when the routes would be looked again but she could not envisage any change.

2. A report was received of the gritting lorry travelling the wrong way along Crossmead.  She pledged to look into this and also what speed the vehicles travelled at confirming that all gritting lorries had GPS to enable them to be tracked.

The Mayor thanked County Councillor Davis for all her support during the past year.

The Hydro information day was well attended considering the weather.  There were about 40 visitors during the day and 45 attended the evening presentation. The next decision to be made will be early in the new year and this will be when the project is given either a green or red light.  Should this project progress it will be time to ask the private sector for funds and to this end I have been asked to request a letter of support from Lynton and Lynmouth Town Council. Perhaps we can agenda this on a committee next month.

Lift: A copy of all the written comments, received from the public, was circulated by the
chairman. 33 in total. These showed support for the lift. (22) Approx 3:1 in favour. It was then
voted to recommend adoption of the lift scheme.

Main Hall leaded-light windows: The costs of repairing the rotten windows in the main hall &
Council chamber would be known in the next few days.

Main Hall decoration: It was noted that a great job was being done to the decoration in the main
hall.

Flagpole area: TP & BP had been up to investigate this. Pictures of the leaking flagpole were
circulated (Western end). The fixing arrangement and roof had been found to be damaged and
needs repairing immediately, as water is coming through the ceiling and is causing damage. Also,
it was felt that the support of the pole needs addressing, possibly a smaller flag. A similar
arrangement was in place at the Eastern flagpole, although it appeared not to be leaking at present.
Police cells: A report was still awaited. It was felt, that given the length of time we had been
waiting, it was time for this to be chased up.

Handrail supports. This had been passed by Council and is now being actioned.

K.Dyer’s External-Survey Report. Further details are being collated and will be presented at some
time in the future.

It was felt that a fire risk assessment and evacuation plan should be formulated/ updated, so that
new and potential users could be furnished with a copy.

Christmas decorations: It had been noted that the rail on the balcony, holding the Christmas trees
had dislodged part of the wall due to the wind. It was felt that this whole area needs attention and
assessment of alternative fixings for the future.

10.During the flagpole survey, it was noted that there had been quite a substantial amount of

indiscriminate fixing of wiring and pipes drilled through the walls in the main wall and it was felt
that perhaps a policy of not allowing this to take place, without the written permission of the
Council, should be put in place to prevent further deterioration.
