A report was tabled from County Councillor Andrea Davis, Cabinet Member Health and Children, Deputy Chairman Exmoor National Park.

Heath and Wellbeing Board - New arrangements to improve health and wellbeing for Devon’s communities are being put before Devon County Council’s Cabinet this week (14 December). The proposals, which involve setting up a Devon-wide Shadow Health and Wellbeing Board, will bring everyone responsible for shaping vital health and care services together to ensure that they reflect the needs of Devon’s communities.  Membership of the board will consist of leaders from across the local community, including County and District Councils, healthcare commissioners, General Practitioners and representatives of users including a new independent watchdog local Healthwatch, who will look at all health and wellbeing needs together. 
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he new board will be chaired by Devon County Council’s Lead Member for health, Councillor Andrea Davis. Cllr Davis said: “The aim of the Health and Wellbeing Boards will be to improve services for the whole community, so people and communities can enjoy healthier lives, have a better experience of the health and care system, and have equality of access to services wherever they live in Devon.  “We will do this through what’s called a Joint Strategic Needs Assessment, which will give us a picture of health and health needs across Devon’s communities.  which will help the council and its partners decide how best to use the money and resources available to improve people’s health and wellbeing.  Devon, which builds on the strong and effective partnership working between the council and NHS Devon. “We have already started to integrate services, with health professionals based alongside social care practitioners. “This is the first time decisions about health and care will be made jointly through a strong and locally driven evidence base, local consultation and engagement with communities and service users, and with the challenge and direction of elected members, health experts and an independent watchdog. “This means decisions about where and how money is spent reflects genuine need and demand and are taken in a more joined-up way.

Devon residents are the best recyclers  Devon is England's top recycling County with a recycling rate of 55% for the year 2010/11. Four other county authorities (Oxfordshire, Cambridgeshire, Leicestershire and Suffolk) are following closely behind with a recycling rate of 54%.  District household recycling collections cover virtually 100% of the county with Teignbridge recycling the most at a rate of 57%. Devon generates around 378,000 tonnes of rubbish every year, of which 171,000 tonnes goes to landfill. By the year 2020, the county is hoping to recycle 62% of waste.  Overall, waste in Devon continues to decrease and is now at the same level as we were in 2005/06 demonstrating that actions to reduce waste are beginning to become the norm. However, Devon's overall waste when compared to other county areas still remains fairly high therefore we all need to do more to reduce waste and recycle as much as possible. The average person in the UK produces 449kg of waste a year compared to 506kg per person in Devon. One easy way to reduce waste is to cut down on your addressed junk mail by registering with the Mailing Preference Service at www.mpsonline.org.uk/mpsr or by calling the information line on 0845 703 4599. For people who are not sure what to recycle or have yet to pick up the recycling habit, the recycledevon.org website can help. The website contains details of recycling collections, ordering replacement containers and nearest recycling centres as well as being a resource for garden tips, savvy shopping and saving money. The Recycle Trail videos trace the journey that takes place for materials collected from your home to the reprocessor and then ultimately back into new products. 
Dangers of mud on road highlighted Motorists are being urged to ensure that their vehicles do not leave excessive mud on Devon’s roads this winter.  Devon County Council has produced guidance to the farming, agriculture and construction industries on unacceptable levels of mud on the highway, but this advice can apply to all road users.  Mud and muck from vehicles and animals are a potential hazard to road users and can cause collisions. It is an offence under the Highways Act to allow soil or refuse from land to be carried, to fall or be washed onto the road.  Any person in charge of a vehicle is responsible for ensuring that mud or other material does not fall from it onto the public highway, and that the wheels have been cleaned as much as can be reasonably expected before being driven on the road. Anyone leaving material on the road is responsible for clearing it, but if this is not removed in a reasonable time then the County Council can arrange cleaning and re-charge the cost to them. In serious cases, Police can take action to ensure mud is removed. Devon County Council’s leaflet on farming and the public highway can be found on the website at:
