Recruitment drive for snow wardens

A recruitment drive is underway to increase the number of snow wardens across Devon.
Around 30 parishes signed up for the voluntary scheme when it was launched last winter, and Devon County Council is hoping to swell the ranks before next winter arrives. 
Devon County Council is pledging to provide up to five tonnes of salt free of charge to parishes that sign up to the scheme. Those who register are asked to identify an individual to act as a point of contact during winter and demonstrate that they have arrangements in place to store and manage salt. Parishes will then be free to decide, in the best interests of their community, how they use it on public roads and footpaths in their area. Parishes that join the scheme will take responsibility for the grit bins and salt bags within their community, encouraging responsible use of grit and helping to minimise abuse of grit. Devon County Council is currently replenishing the county’s 3,000 grit bins ahead of next winter. Parishes aren’t obliged to join the scheme and we will always do our best to refill grit bins, but we can never guarantee how quickly we can re-supply salt to some areas with pressure on resources once severe weather sets in. If parish councils can identify somewhere to store the salt it would make sense for them to take advantage of the scheme as soon as possible. Snow wardens are given safety training by Devon County Council, and while they carry out the snow clearance at their own risk, as long as the snow clearance is carried out responsibly and within the guidelines of the scheme, a third party claim would be covered by the county council’s public liability insurance.

Ditch the Junk Mail
Don't let Devon go to waste is encouraging people to sign up to the Mailing Preference Service (MPS) to reduce junk mail. By the end of last year there were 110,000 people registered with MPS. The target this year is 11,000 sign ups; a 10% increase on last year. Nearly 50,000 tonnes of junk mail is created in Devon every year which is a waste of natural resources and unless it's recycled could end up in landfill. If this years target is reached that would be a saving of 440 tonnes alone. The MPS is a free service, funded by the direct mail industry to enable consumers to have their names and home addresses in the UK removed from lists used by the industry. It is actively supported by the Royal Mail and all directly involved trade associations and fully supported by The Information Commissioners Office. The Town Clerk informed members that he had received an email from English Nature stating that it was unlikely that the grant could be carried over for this year.  He outlined the various options open to members which included (1) writing back to English Nature stating that Councillors appreciated what was said but due to late approval from EN it was not possible for the spraying to take place this year  and request it be made available next year (2) Electric fence the areas concerned, spray same and maintain them until October (3) Electric fence a small area and spray same using the balance of the monies to strim areas.

County Councillor Mrs Davis left the meeting at this point

Members discussed the implications of the various options and were particularly disappointed with the present position.   It was

The Town Clerk to write to English nature thanking them for their grant but explaining that due to concerns on the effect of the spray on the ponies and the grazier being unable to move them to other pastures, no spraying could take place this year.
